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Opinions of Nursing Students, Instructors, and Mentors of using
Maternity Assessment during Antepartum Intrapartum and Post Partum
Period in the Maternity and Newborn Nursing Practicum and Midwifery

Practicum at Boromarajonani College of Nursing Nakhon Phanom

Abstract

This descriptive research was aimed to study the opinions of nursing students,
instructors, and mentors in using maternity assessment during antepartum intrapartum
and post partum periods in the Maternity and Newborn Nursing Practicum, and
Midwifery Practicum. The purposive sampling technique was used to recruit the seventy-five
participants including students, eight instructors and six mentors of Boromarajonani
College of Nursing Nakhon Phanom, Nakhon Phanom University from June to September
2013. Research instruments included 1) the maternity assessment during antenatal
intrapartum and post partum periods that were validated by three experts. The Index of
ltem Objective Congruence (IOC) were .89, .86, and .80 respectively. 2) The Nurses’
opinions of using maternity assessment during antepartum intrapartum and post partum
periods which Cronbach’s coefficient alpha were .81, .78, and .79 respectively. 3) The
instructors and mentors opinions of perceived of using maternity assessment during
antepartum intrapartum and post partum period which Cronbach’s coefficient alpha
were .84, .81, and .79 respectively. Data were analyzed using frequency, mean, and
standard deviation. The results revealed that nursing students indicated that the use of
the maternity assessment during antepartum intrapartum and post partum periods at
the highest level. (X=4.51, SD. = 59, X=4.59,SD. = .49 and X = 4.63, SD. = .47
respectively), instructors and mentors opinion on the use of data collected in the same.
(X=454,SD. = .50, X=4.61,SD. = .48, and X= 4.57, S.D. = .50, respectively).

In conclusion, the maternity assessment during antepartum intrapartum and post
partum periods can be useful to apply to develop learning outcome of Maternity and
Newborn Nursing Practicum, and Midwifery Practicum. Systematic collecting data not
only good for nursing practice but also can be used for evaluate both student nurses
and instructor.
