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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to study of adolescent students ‘s social intelligence and develop
the integrative group counselling model for enhancement of social intelligence. The samples of this study were
divided into 2 groups. The first group of social intelligence study consist of 1,031 adolescent students. Those

were selected by multi-stage sampling from population. The second group of the study was 20 adolescent

students whose social intelligence score lower than 50" percentile and volunteered to attend the experiment.
They were randomly assigned into two groups, classified as an experiment group and control group. Each group
consisted of 10 older persons. The research instruments were 1) a social intelligence scale 2) the integrative
group counseling model.

The research results were as follows 1) The total mean score and each dimension score of social
intelligence: empathic accuracy and social facility were high, while the mean score of situation awareness,
presence and self-presentation were medium. 2) The integrative group counselling model for the enhance of
social intelligence was developed from the concepts and techniques of group counseling theories. 3) The
social intelligence of experimental group after participating in the integrative group counselling model and
after the follow-up were statistic significantly higher than before the experiment at .05 level. 4) The integrative

group counselling model were effective in statistic significantly enhancing the social intelligence of adolescent

students participated in the model at .05 level.
