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Abstract

This Survey research aimed (1) to study level of burnout among nurses (2) to find relationship between
working environment factors and burnout of nurses. The samples composed of 219 nurses from 7 community
hospitals, Pathumtani Province that calculated by Krejcie and Morgan formula. The Instruments (1) working
environment questionnaire (2) Maslach and Jackson burnout inventory (MBI). Data were collected during
November to October 2015. Research data were analyzed by using frequency, percentage, mean and standard
deviation by Statistical Package (Ol = .05).

This study revealed Level of burnout among nurses is middle (SD = .36), level of emotional

exhaustion is low (SD = .64), level of depersonalization is middle (SD = .56), level of reduced personal
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accomplishment is high (SD = .45). Reveled positive signification correlation between working environment

factors and burnout of nurses (r = .188, p<.01) by Pearson’s product — moment correlation coefficient.
