2. the mark
or sign, as a number or letter, directing the reader to
a footnote, etc.

A list of references contains details only of those

works cited in the text .
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- The bibliography should be arranged alpha-

betically by author or title where no author is given.

- The reference list should appear at the end
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of the essay/report with the entries listed numerically
and in the same order that they have been cited in
the text.

- The reference list should identify the refer-
ences cited (e.g., book, journal article, pamphlet, cas-
sette tape or film) in sufficient detail so that others
may locate and consult the references.

- Punctuation marks and spaces within the

bibliographic citation are very important.
