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Instructions to Authors (Revised 2025)

Submission Preparation Checklist

1. Types of topics and content in journals

1) Editor's Note: This is a communica-
tion from the editor to the readers to convey
news, articles, and educational reports pre-
sented in the journal or to express opinions
and feelings that are related to knowledge
or articles that the editors want to make the
reader understand.

2) Letters to Editor or Correspondence:
This is a place to establish contact between
the editor and the readers and academicians
or the owners of an article, including in the
case that readers having different opinions or
wanting to point out imperfections or errors
in a report, the editors may criticize, sup-
port or argue in different cases. In addition,
letters to the editor can present Preliminary
Reports, Short Communications, Case Reports
or Clinical Notes on an abnormal case, a new
disease or a new syndrome that has never been
reported before or is rarely found. However, it
should have complete or sufficient evidence
to support the article.

3) Review Article: This is an article that
gathers knowledge about a particular subject
from journals or books, both in Thailand and

abroad, consisting of Thai and English ab-

stracts in a single paragraph, keywords, intro-
ductions, how to review, results, discussions,
conclusions and references. The total length
of the article should not exceed 12 pages of A4
paper.

4) Original Article: This is the result of
a study, investigation or research; consisting
of a title, the author’s name, an abstract in
Thai and English, keywords, an introduction,
methodology, results, discussion, a conclusion,
acknowledgements and references. The total
length of article should not exceed 15 pages
of A4 paper.

5) Special or editor-solicited articles:
an article in this category can be a semi-
annotation, a review article, or an opinion
article on current issues or situations in the
public interest.

6) Viewpoints & Perspectives: Thisisa
place for exchanging and learning academic
information, new concepts or approaches by
offering opinions or critiques of the subject
of research or issues that have not yet been
finalized or have opinions in different aspects
that are different from the results of that study.

7) Miscellaneous: This is a small article,
the native of which may or may not be cate-
gorized to the types of articles mentioned
above, such as special articles, semi-interlaced
articles, articles which revived the course, an
article showing opinions related to current
events that are of public interest, news or
knowledge which is related to Thai traditional

medicine, folk medicine and alternative medi-

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cine, and the preparation of a dictionary or a
reference textbook.

8) Journal Club: This is an introduction
to academic articles and research with short
analysis and criticism by the author for the
reader to use for further study or research.

9) Instructions to Authors: This is a
journal introduction and suggestion to those
who wish to submit various types of articles
to be printed in the journals of Thai traditional

and alternative medicine.

2. Preparation of original article

Title:

1) The title should be short, compact,
and represent the main focus of the study
and should not use abbreviations. The length
should not exceed 100 characters with chan-
nels. If the title name is very long, cut it to a
secondary name. Moreover, the title must be
in Thai and English and the English title must
use capital letters in all words except preposi-
tions.

2) The names of the authors are in both
Thai and English (Do not use abbreviations)

3) Agencies or institutions that the au-
thors jurisdiction / work must be in Thai and
English (Do not use abbreviations).

4) Name, address and email address of
the author responsible for the manuscript and
the article submitted for publication.

5) Educational funding sources.

Abstract:

For inclusion in the Scopus database,
this journal has adopted the extended ab-
stract pattern with five paragraphs, each
with a summary, including (1) introduction
and objectives, (2) methods, (3) results, (4)

discussion, and (5) conclusions and recom-
mendations (if any), totaling around 800 words.
This is for the reader of the English abstract
to know and understand the essential parts
of the article, without reading the full article.
So the sentences must be concise, succinct,
and complete, and should be in the past tense
(English version) with no abbreviations.

The abstracts must be in Thai and
English.

The Thai abstract must have the article
title, author names and affiliations in both Thai
and English, above the abstract text of the Thai
article. The word “Abstract® must be placed
above the abstract text. The abstract in one
language should not unnecessarily have any

words in the other language.

Key words:

Immediately after the both abstracts,
provide a maximum of 5 keywords. These
keywords will be used for indexing purposes
(keyword index). For Index Medicus, the
author should use Medical Subject Headings
(MeSH) terms of the U.S. National Library of
Medicine

Introduction and Objective (s):

This part should contain the background,
with a literature review to represent the rea-
sons and necessities of this research. The last
paragraph will show the purpose of the study.
The length should not exceed 2 pages.

Methodology:

The author should divide this section
into 2 main topics: Materials and Method.
The materials section should provide details of
what is being studied, such as patients, normal

persons, animals, plants, including the number
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and characteristics of samples studied, such
as gender, age, weight, in the case of research
studies in humans or animals. In addition, per-
mission to use any pieces of equipment used
must be provided from the person attending
the study and approval from the relevant ethics
committee. In the case of plant research, there
should be sample voucher specimens collected
from plants that are used for research that may
be preserved for reference at an arboretum or
the institution. In part of method, the author
should specify the study design, qualitative
study; mixed methods; population; sample;
and sample size calculation (if any); random-
ization, interventions, and procedures such as
methods or medications used to treat, types
and sizes of drugs used. In addition, if it is a
commonly known method, specify this in the
reference. In contrast, if it is a new method,
the author should explain to the reader to un-
derstand data collection tools; data collection
methods; data analysis methods; statistics
used; consent request; request for approval
from the human research ethics committee, or
the animal care and use committee (for science

research)

Results:

This part describes the results from the
study according to the topic of the study.
Make it clear and easy to understand. Use the
tables as appropriate, showing only important

numbers.

Discussion:

This part is important for academic
articles. This part shows whether this study
can achieve its objectives or not in searching
new knowledge or filling the gap of knowledge

Moreover, the discussion should compare

with previous studies to show new knowledge
which may confirm or show the difference from
previous knowledge that has been reported
before. In addition, the discussion should
obviously describe the results that are not as
expected and try to explain the new aspect
that show the importance of the results in fill
the previous studies. Furthermore, this part
can use other studies results to explain this
study or use result in this study to explain other
studies.

New knowledge refers to the new prin-
ciple, new theory, new information or new
relationship which can be concluded from this

study.

Conclusions:

This part should conclude from all results
and discussion of this study. In addition,
the conclusion should show and describe
whether the result related to the objective
or not. Moreover, the author should suggest
the use of research in policy level, operation
level in the agency or applying in other areas.
Furthermore, the author should suggest some
aspect for further studies or provide research
questions for further research. However, sug-
gestions should relate to the study or conclu-

sion.

Recommendations:

This section may be divided into two
sub-sections: (1) general recommendations
and (2) future studies recommendations. Both
sub-sections should be linked to, or derived

from, the results or conclusions of the study.

Tables and Figures:

The author should select only necessary

table or figure. Every table and figure must
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have short caption that can describe clearly.
In the case of a table, the author should use
the word “Table” and put the table name at
the top of the table. In the case of figure, it
concludes with images, drawings, graphs,
diagrams, charts, line drawings, X-ray film,
etc. The author should use the word “Figure®
and put the figure name below. In addition,
the author should separate figure and table
from the article and make appropriate space
to make a frame and write in a frame that use

for each figure or table.

For Figure 1 or For Table 1

For inclusion in the Scopus database, the
names and content of the tables and figures

are to be in English, using Arabic numerals.

Acknowledgments:

There should be only one paragraph and
should not be too long to express gratitude
for receiving important support such as admi-
nistrators, technical assistants, supporters of
research funding agencies. In addition, there
should be careful to add names of people to
help unnecessarily, because it could make
article inferior or the reader may assume that

most or all of the work belongs to helpers.

Please see this topic in writing reference

documents.

1. Writing References

Writing reference documents must be
in all English (If the reference document is
original in Thai the author must translate into
English by adding “(in Thai)“ at the end of
the reference. Moreover, the reference must

use Vancouver system and journal name in

reference should use form of the U.S. National
Library of Medicine published in the Index
Medicus every year.

2. Tables and Figures (additional)

Tables and figures that are prepared and
presented appropriately will stimulate the
interest of the readers of the article and make
them understand the content quickly. Most
readers will read titles, abstracts, consider
tables and images before deciding whether
to read the article or not.

1) Table

The table preparation guidelines are
as follows:

(1) Separate each table from the article
content. One table per page and should not
offer tables as photos.

(2) The column head is an agent
describing the data in the column, should
be short or brief and describe in the footnote
under the table.

(3) The row is the data that is related
to the row heading. The darker will make it
more prominent.

(4) The footnote will not be a descrip-
tion of the details contained in the table and

do not use numbers because they may be

confused with the reference numbers of the
reference documents. Use the mark in this
order *, t, %, §, 9, # **.

(5) When readers read the table, they
should understand completely without having
to find additional meanings in the article.

(6) One article should have no more
than 3-5 tables or 1,000 words per table. If the
author has a lot of data, select only the impor-
tant data presented as a table in the article.

(7) Must request permission and
express gratitude in the case of bringing the
data in the table from other people’s articles.

2) Figure

Figures will clearly and efficiently
communicate key issues by sending the
originals in a “jpeg” file, or image file ((JPQG),
separate each figure, size not less than 600 KB,
must be clear enough to produce the original
clearly and named to the figure to prevent

confusion.

3. Submission of manuscript

The manuscript that is sent to the editor
is printed with Microsoft Word program with
Thai font format (TH SarabanPSK) and font
size 16. For English, The manuscript is sent
in Times New Roman, font size 12. Moreover,
when the author moves the address or travels
from working place for a long time, the editor
should also notify via email.

The manuscript can be submitted the
original article as a file printed with Microsoft
Word, all tables and figure with the original
PDF file attached to prevent the use of differ-
ent versions of Microsoft Word programs and
register online at

http://www .tci-thaijo.org/index.php/JTTAM/index
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All original and review articles will be preliminarily reviewed by the
editorial department and then sent to 2 or 3 experts in the relevant field
for independent comments without revealing the names of the authors
and experts (double-blinded peer review). The opinions of experts will be
considered by the editorial team. In the case of suggestions to improve or

change, we will send comments to the corresponding author for action.

After receiving the revised version, it will be sent to the experts to
give comments again and the editorial department will consider the final

step in receiving or not published.
