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Abstract

Effective techniques of physical therapy treatment for brachial

plexus injured patients: a report of four cases

The objective of this study was to report the effective techniques of physical therapy
treatment for patients with brachial plexus injuries. The first patient fell from a bicycle. His
right side of neck and shoulder were injured, resulting his right arm completely paralysed.
The second patient was injured by a car accident, leading to a tear of left radial nerve and
left arm partial paralysis. The third patient had a partial paralysis of his left arm caused by
overstretching of brachial plexus. The fourth one had a complete paralysis on her left arm
caused by a bicycle accident. Each of these patients was treated by a physical therapy program
which involved two important means: point electrical stimulations and therapeutic exercises.

The results show that these four patients have had fully recovery.
