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The Effect of Evidence-based Practice (EBP) Teaching Program

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Abstract
Evidence Based Practice (EBP)
competence is identify as an essential

competence in nursing profession. There has
been limited of teaching to enhancing EBP
competence in

undergraduate nursing

students. The aim of this study was to
examine the effect of EBP teaching program
on the EBP competence that including
knowledge, attitude and skills EBP. A quasi-
experimental one group pretest—posttest
design was used. There were 146 of the third
year nursing students in the study. Evidence-
based that
integrated both theory classroom teaching

method

Practice teaching program

and clinical teaching were
implemented in 8 weeks. Self-administered
questionnaires of EBP competence and EBP

practice evolution were administered before
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and after EBP teaching program intervention.
Descriptive statistics were used and Pair t-test
analysis was implemented to assess
differences before and after EBP teaching
