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Abstract

(Player) “Come in, Lord Jesus, come into

my heart now ”
(Response of God) There is no heart which I can come
into. There is nothing that can enter into. The heart is a
sheet of paper. How can L enter in there? A sheet of written
paper, on which you write to others your grievances
and complaints and criticisms of others.

(Player) “O then Lord let me into Thy kingdom.”

(Response of God) He says, Enter in.

(Reading) O then Lord I thirst, I faint, I die
to prove the greatness of redeeming love the love of
Christ to me.

(Player) O Lord, God only knows the love
of God. If Thou canst not enter into me, O gives me a
place, let me enter into Thy kingdom.

(Reflection) He will not refuse. But I have

no wedding garment.

(Player) Save me and cleanse me. Save me
and cleanse me.

Wash all my sins away. '®
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
