Abstract

This interpretive phenomenological study aimed to explore older grandparents’ lived experience of
raising teenage grandchildren in skipped-generation family. Twenty participants were purposively selected
according to inclusion criteria in older grandparents raising teenage grandchildren in skipped-generation
family in three districts of Nakhon Ratchasima Province, northeast of Thailand. Data were collected in eight
month period from February to September 2019; by in-depth interviews, field notes, and non-participant
observation. Data were analyzed using Diekelmann & Allen method with 7 steps. The results showed six
major themes emerged regarding the lived experience of older grandparent raising teenage grandchildren in
skipped-generation family were: 1) Dependable grandchildren 2) Face with aggressive behaviors both
physically and mentally 3) Disappointment and shame 4) Raising three generation 5) Disobedient
6) Difficult to follow. The majority of older grandparents faced physical and mental health problems.
Recommendation: Family nurses should provide proactive nursing care in searching problems in
skipped-generation family with older grandparents raising teenage grandchildren in order to prevent domestic

violence and teenage pregnancy.
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
