One of the primary concerns voiced by some of the forum members in the
discussion on writing academic papers for nurses was “not being confident about what
to write or do research before writing an article for publication.” In fact, working as a
nurse gives you the ability to regularly engage in a variety of life situations. There are
numerous examples that can be given. There are generally four ways to share knowledge
and create articles. 1) Experiential knowledge is knowledge that cannot be purchased
but is a unique product; it is knowledge acquired through the transcription of lessons into
articles. 2) Investing in study and reading the pertinent literature reviews can provide you
knowledge from existing theories., 3) Knowledge obtained by observation, summarization,
and a pilot study; 4) Knowledge attained through an attempt at original thought.
Because we believe that people’s experiences can be valuable contributions. They are
all beneficial to academic and professional groups. Since the journal’s first issue in
its 45" year (January-March 2022), there has been a column called “Invited special
articles” that serves as a forum for professional and academic societies as well as nursing
experiences to communicate with readers. The following is a summary of this paper’s
author’s instructions from the journal: “A special article is one in which the author draws
on personal experience to comment on a topic. The editorial commission reserves the
right to select authors for these publications, which frequently include topics of special
interest or authority and include exclusive interviews, professional commentary, and
reviews pertaining to health science issues.” We thus call for everyone who is interested
to submit this paper for consideration for publishing among our nursing sisters and
brothers. All previous and upcoming special guest articles will be uploaded to professional
networks via Facebook and LINE groups for public peer reviews for one to two months prior
to being published in the journal. This action is carried out to create value for nurses....
