Looking back over the past three years, from 2021 to the end of 2023,
the journal has featured articles as follows: 1) Eight invited special articles, 2) Twenty academic
articles, and 3) 106 research papers that disseminate new knowledge to society, which categorized
into 84 quantitative studies, 13 qualitative inquiries (including descriptive, phenomenology,
autoethnography, and document analysis), and 9 mixed methods; as outlined in Table 1.
