           This issue marks the 47th volume, 4th issue, of our journal, representing the final
quarter of its 47th year in service to the nursing profession. From its inception 47 years
ago, the journal's journey began with its production at the Faculty of Nursing. Later, the
printing process was moved to a dedicated printing house. The journal's name was
changed from "Journal of the Faculty of Nursing, Khon Kaen University" to "Journal of
Nursing Science and Health" as it continued to provide knowledge services to the health
academic community. Each year, the journal publishes between 45 and 60 articles,
averaging about 50 per year. Over the past 47 years, this amounts to more than 2,350
articles shared with readers. In the last decade (2009-2020), the journal's website has
been visited approximately 103,000 times by Thai users. As we approach the 48th year in
2025, the editorial team would like to extend our heartfelt gratitude to all our readers,
authors, reviewers and supporters who have walked this path with us. We see journals as
an intellectual school, not just a profit-driven marketplace. The articles we publish don't
need to be large-scale or heavily funded research studies.
