Abstract

The purposes of this study were to compare nursing students’ learning
achievements and students’ self-evaluation of listening and note-taking skills between
pre/post learning with the use of the Cornell Note-Taking System (CNTS) in Child and
Adolescent Nursing Il subject and to study learning retention, learning satisfaction and
the quality of their class notes. The research population were 40 sophomore nursing
students at Royal Thai Navy College of Nursing in the academic year 2007. The research
instruments consisted of the Cornell Note-Taking System Learning Model, the Learning
Achievement Test, the Learning Satisfaction Questionnaire and the Listening and
Note-Taking Skills Self-Evaluation Questionnaire. Data were analyzed by using percentage.
mean, standard deviation and Dependent t-test. The results revealed that nursing
students’ achievement scores between pre/post learning with the use of CNTS were
significantly different (P < .01). Listening and note-taking skills self-evaluation between
pre/post learning were not significantly different. Nursing students had learning retention
and high level of learning satisfaction, meanwhile the nursing student’s class notes were
of fairly good quality. Results from this study suggested that the nursing faculty should
encourage nursing students to use CNTS for their learning and enhance nursing
students’ readiness of sufficiently basic study skills that promote effective learning with

the use of CNTS including listening, reflective and questioning skills.
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
