Abstract

The purposes of this descriptive research were to study the relationships betwee
the perception of patients’ rights and moral seasoning and nursing practice in pati:
advocacy of professional nurses, Police General Hospital. Subjects were 250 profession:
nurses working in police general hospital, selected by stratified random sampling technique
Research instruments were developed by the researcher to measure the perception ¢
patients’ rights and moral reasoning and nursing practice in patient advocacy of profession:
nurses, Police General Hospital. All instruments were tested for content validity. The
reliabilities were .70, .72 and .86, respectively. Statistical techniques utilized in dat

analysis were means, standard deviation, and Pearson’s product moment correlation.

Major findings were as follows:
1. The mean score of nursing practice patient advocacy of professional nurses

police general hospital was at the high level.

2. Moral reasoning was positively and significantly correlated, at the Ilo
level with nursing practice patient advocacy of professional nurses’ police genere
hospital, at the .05 level. Moreover, there was no significant relationship between t
