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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to study the level of perceived ethical behaviors
of professional nurses at the outpatient department, Police General Hospital. The research
subjects were 81 professional nurses. The research instrument was perceived ethical
behavior questionnaire developed from Songsri Choompradit’'s questionnaire by the
researcher, based on the code of Nurses Association of Thailand (2003). The experts
judged for the content validity. The reliability was analyzed by Cronbach’s alpha coefficients
was .82. The frequency, percentage, arithmetic mean and standard deviation were

used for statistical analysis.

The results of the study were: perceived ethical behaviors of professional nurses
at the outpatient department, Police General Hospital were at a high level (X = 4.47,
SD = .42). Each aspect of these ethical behaviors: protecting nursing harm towards the
health and life of the client and taking responsibility of oneself as well as of individual
were at a very high level. The other aspect of these ethical behaviors: holding the
principle of justice and fairness in society, taking responsibility of society the trusting in
nurses and nursing profession, providing excellent nursing care, providing nursing care
with kindness and respecting the value of life, the good health and happiness of
mankind, interacting with clients, co-workers and people by respecting their dignity and
human rights, taking responsibility of oneself as well as of individual and taking responsibility

to progress the nursing profession were at a high level.

The results of this study could be used as basic data to maintain and develop

ethical behaviors of nurses.
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
