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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to examine the relationship between family factors
and violence in families with school age children. The sample size of this study was selected
by stratified random sampling which included 269 families with school age children in Chonburi
Province, Thailand. Data were collected by using demographic data record form as well as 4
questionnaires, including: 1) family relationships, 2) family communication, 3) parenting stress,
and 4) family violence. The family communication questionnaire was developed by researchers.
It was validated by 3 experts, yielding a CVI score of 0.87. And Cronbach’s alpha coefficient
yielded values of 0.80 to 0.85. Statistics used in the data analysis included frequency, percentage,
mean, standard deviation, and Pearson’s product moment correlation.

Results revealed that history of verbal violence, history of quarrels in family, and
parenting stress had a significant positive relationship with family violence (r=.19, p<.01; r=.23,
p<.05 and r=.19, p<.01, respectively). Family relationships and family communication had
significantly negative relationship with family violence (r=-.35 and -.19, p<.01).

Therefore, nurses and other health care providers should assist family with school age
children to prevent violence by understanding the family context, particularly in the areas
where there is a history of parenting stress. Furthermore, the violence prevention programs

should be conducted regularly.
