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Abstract

This descriptive study aimed to investigate factors associated with risk behavior of
teenage pregnancy among secondary school students. Sample was 200 female students
studying in secondary school. Systematic random sampling was applied. The data were
collected by using a questionnaire about perceived information, attitude, knowledge, and risk
behavior of pregnancy. Its reliability was tested using Cronbach’s alpha coefficient, yielding values
of 0.75, 0.87, 0.82, and 0.83, respectively. Multiple logistic regression was performed to investigate
factors associated with risk behavior of teenage pregnancy. Results revealed that;

1. Perceived information, attitude, and knowledge towards teenage pregnancy were
at a moderate level (M=42.20, SD=4.59, M=32.72, SD = 4.59, M=6.98, SD=2.35). Risk behavior
towards teenage pregnancy was at a high level. (M=50.60, SD=6.06, 49).

2. Factors associated with risk behavior of teenage pregnancy revealed that history of
having a lover (OR=4.52, 95%Cl: 1.83, 11.22), presence of having a lover (5.67, 2.66 to 12.08),
a maternal occupation (2.02, 1.01 to 4.03), having a low level of perceived information (6.17,
1.85to 20.61), and attitude (9.10, 1.46to 56.83) were more likely to have a risk behavior of
adolescent pregnancy.

In conclusion, having a lover, a maternal occupation, having a low level of perception
of information, and a low level of attitude were significantly associated with risk behavior of
adolescent pregnancy. Hence, the related organizations should provide various channels for

information perception as well as promote positive attitude to reduce risk of teenage pregnancy.
