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Abstract

This research aimed to systematically review family management among caregivers of
children with chronic illnesses, based on the Joanna Briggs Institute (JBI)’s systematic review concept.
Studies were searched from an electronic database, as well as manual searching, from January 2014
to December 2019. They were selected by using the inclusion criteria, then analyzed and synthesized
by using JBI critical appraisal checklist, and JBI data extraction tool. Descriptive statistics were used,
as well as content analysis.

The searching results revealed that 15 studies were meeting the inclusion criteria. Most of
those studies were based on the concept of family management among caregivers of children with
chronic diseases as theorized by Knafl & Deatrick (2003). This allowed to identify perceived ability in
family management both for easiness and difficulty aspects, as well as the family management
styles, which depend on factors regarding caregivers, children, and environment. Furthermore, the
family management outcomes were able to be assessed, including symptom control, quality of life,
readiness for transition, family functioning, and child functioning.

The results of this systematic review can be used as guidelines to assess and promote factors
related to family management as well as to implement effective family management that benefits
to children with chronic illnesses and their families. However, there should be family management
studies among caregivers of children with different type of diseases and contexts, so to serve as evidences

to develop further research.
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
