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Abstract

This descriptive research aimed to study the satisfaction towards scenario-based learning
(SBL) to enhancing problem solving regarding maternal and newborn nursing during a normal
delivery. Sample was all 55 nursing students in their third year. Research instrument was a
questionnaire regarding the satisfaction towards the SBL in enhancing the ability to solve problem
for maternal and newborn nursing during a normal delivery. Content validity of the research
tool was verified by 3 experts. Cronbach’s alpha coefficient was employed to test the reliability
of the questionnaire, yielding a value of 0.94. Data were analyzed using percentage, mean and
standard deviation.

The results of this study revealed that overall, the nursing students’ satisfaction towards
the SBL to enhancing problem solving regarding maternal and newborn nursing during a normal
delivery was at a high to the highest level. The highest mean score was “the scenario leads in
thinking and learning” (U=4.58, (F=0.57), followed by “the scenario simulates real-world practice”
(U=4.53, (F=0.57), and “the scenario enhances the ability to analyze and identify the nursing-
related problems” (W = 4.53, (F=0.63).

Scenario-based learning made students satisfied in learning. The findings from this study
suggest some basic information for teaching-learning management to promote problem solving

skills in maternal and newborn nursing during normal delivery.
